	WELCOME TO PRE-SEASON TRAINING

The Football Club would like to extend a warm welcome to all players attending pre-season training, and especially to those attending for the first time.

This document will give you some background information on how the Football Club operates, what is expected of Guest Members and how to apply. 
	
	


Pre-Season training is designed for a range of abilities to improve fitness and prepare for the forthcoming season. Invariably there are a number of new faces and whatever your motivation, we hope you benefit from attending. All we ask of you is that you respect the facilities provided, conduct yourselves in a manner befitting the ‘Private Members’ nature of the Sports Club and participate in a sportsman like fashion. Your assistance and co-operation with the organisers would be very much appreciated.

IF YOU INTERESTED IN PLAYING FOR THE CLUB AT A SERIOUS LEVEL…
We welcome your application; make yourself known to members of the Membership Committee and complete an application form.
• The Bank of England Association Football Club is a closed Club. It is run for the Members of the Bank of England Sports Club.

• The Football Club sponsors 16 ‘Guests’ at the beginning of each season for membership of The Sports Club. These individuals do not have to have any prior association with the Club.

• Each of the Football Club’s 5 teams, and the Vets team are required to field a team made up of at least 50% Members (minimum requirements in a team of 11: 6 Members, 5 Non-Members)
• The Membership Committee choose the 16 individuals based on the following criteria applicable to all players:

· Commitment – As a guest you are expected to make yourself available for at least 80% of matches during the season and may be expected to play for any side to support the club.
· Ability – Guest membership is predominantly, but not exclusively, aimed at supporting the upper 3 teams of the club.
· Conduct – You are expected to uphold the good reputation of the club, show respect for team mates on the field of play, and support the committee representatives and the activities of the club. 
· Attendance to training – Supports all the above
• The Membership Committee will propose the 16 individuals to The Sports Club by the second week of October. The Sports Club will consider the applicants and invite them to subscribe for 1 year as a Guest Member. This Membership entitles the holder equivalent status to that of a Full Member / Bank employee with regard to use of the extensive facilities all year round. The cost is £180 (2008). A qualifying partner / family can be added to membership for a small supplement.
• The season runs from September to May. You may be asked to participate in pre-season friendlies (commencing end of August) and a few competitive games before the Guest Membership decision comes into effect in mid October.

• Like all players you will also be required to pay a registration fee to the Football Club before you are selected to play league games: £22.00
This fee covers registration with the Southern Amateur League and contributes to the club’s 3rd party liability insurance, which is required by all clubs for your protection. It also contributes to expenses for organising training throughout the season.

• All Guest applications must be submitted with 2 cheques: Please note the 2 different payments
· Registration fee for immediate collection; £22 (non-refundable)  - payable to Bank of England AFC
· Membership fee; £180 Post-dated cheque as deposit- payable to Bank of England Sports Club.
· New Guests should post date to 15th October, Previous Guests to 15th September (for consideration by these dates)
• Applications will be suspended should there be outstanding monies owed to the club (or other club from previous association) until paid.

On notice of a successful application your cheque will be deposited. If unsuccessful, your cheque will be returned to you or destroyed.
Any application for return of fees thereafter should be made in writing and will be considered by the Committee on an individual basis.
Please feel happy to approach a Committee member if you foresee difficulty with payments or you have any queries on any matter.
• Games are played on Saturday afternoon’s, the Vets play on Sunday mornings. Subs are collected each week by the team Captains to cover Referee’s fees, hospitality for the opposition and post match socialising. At home you can expect to pay £10 and away about £5.
• The club operates under Football Association rules and regulations; disciplinary fines accrued from conduct on the field of play are the responsibility of the individual, they are reportable to the FA and could result in suspension from all organised football if left unpaid.
