	Celle – The historical town of Celle is situated on the River Aller, 40 km north of Hannover (30mins by road).  The old town, is a picturesque and popular tourist centre; gardens, churches, museums and other places of interest.  Festivals and markets are held in the town throughout the year; an excellent way of experiencing the local culture at first hand. A  monastry at Wienhausen is worth a visit.   
HanoverLeine, on the river , is the capital of the federal state of Lower Saxony (Niedersachsen). Hanover was the capital of the administrative area until the region was disbanded in 2005. It is part of the Hanover district , which is a municipal body made up from the former district and city of Hanover. With a population of 522,944 the city is a major center of northern Germany, known for hosting annual commercial expositions such as the Hanover Fair.
Culture
Home of the largest yearly industrial trade fair, host of Expo 2000, renown as a leading German center in the fine arts, and with a heritage spanning almost a millennium , Hanover’s culture is founded in both its lengthy history and magnetic 21st-century appeal. 
Lower Saxony State Museum - art and aquatics, fish and mummies. 
Sprengel Museum -  famous 20th-century masterpieces (Pablo Picasso, Kurt Schwitters).   
Kestnergesellschaft – a newer architectural gem; acclaimed internationally as one of the world’s leading exhibition centers.
Zoo - one of the most prominent of its kind in all of Europe.

Royal Gardens of Herrenhausen - beautiful attraction more representative of the city’s heritage and sense of self; commissioned by one Princess Sophia in the 18C, an attempt to emulate the royal gardens of Versailles, attracting about a half-million sightseers every year. 
Nightlife

Eclectic and electric; emphasis is on dance, a vibrant pub scene to complements its club counterpart.


The Central Station neighbourhood hosts some lively disco offerings, particularly on Raschplatz, with clubs such as Baggi, Palo Palo, Zaza, and Acanto, all of which are rather chic and extremely popular with the locals.  Veranstaltungskalender is another prominent establishment of dance and drinks that may be worth a stop. 

Bars -  Spandau and Steintor.  Old Town - quaint, historic pubs with a wide selection of German beers. Wide variety of Irish pubs; McGowan’s, located on Bruderstrasse.
